Homestead Exemption  Eligible veterans with service-connected disabilities of 10% or more shall be entitled to a $5000 property tax exemption. To qualify for homestead exemption a veteran must be a bonafide resident of the state.

Marine Tidbits: 

On 8 July 1944, the Bureau of Naval Personnel authorized sailors serving with Marine units to wear shoulder patches. Most of the patches were gold and scarlet, the Marine Corps’ official colors since 18 April 1925. The first shoulder patches were used by Fleet Marine Force Pacific (FMFPac), which was activated 17 September 1944, under the command of Lieutenant General Holland M. Smith in Oahu, Hawaii. LtGen Smith was primarily responsible for directing the assaults on Tarawa, Iwo Jima, Saipan, Tinian, Guam and Okinawa. More than 208,000 FMFPac personnel were assigned to Hawaii and 19 other islands throughout the Pacific. FMFPac units included anti-aircraft, amphibian tractor, engineer and artillery battalions, and supply service and bomb disposal units. The shoulder patch worn by FMFPac personnel was a shield with an eagle whose wings formed the top of the shield. The patch’s three stars indicated that the force was commanded by a lieutenant general. (Source: www.tecom.usmc.mil/)
